Biography Project

Project overview: You will come to class dressed in character prepared to give an oral report about a famous person. Your presentation will be in the first person. You will also pass in a biographical report, which will be written in the third person. Keep these directions on your refrigerator and use the timeline below to help you keep track of all the steps.

· 1. Think of famous people about whom you’d like to learn. Find a “just right” book about them (October 1th – 7th).

· 2. Have your book approved by me no later than Wednesday, October 7th.

· 3. Use the guidelines for writing a biographical report (handout from Mrs. Hansen).

· 4. Pass in your rough draft of your written report on or before October 23rd. The final copy is due October 30th.
· 5. On October 30th you will either come dressed in character or bring clothes into which you will change. You must be prepared to give an oral report in the first person, pretending to be that person (you may use index cards for your presentation, but you may not read directly from the cards – see rubric below).

· 6. You will also turn in your written report on October 30th, which will be written in the third person.

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Grading Rubric
In considering your grade, I will be looking for:

1. A well-written biographical report in the third person that includes:
· Details that make the person sound interesting.
· A first paragraph/beginning that tells the name of the person, when and where he or she was born, and introduces us to the person in a special.

· A middle that includes more details about the person and why they are famous (second/third paragraphs).

· An ending that includes a thought or two that sums up your feelings about this person (fourth/fifth paragraph).

2. A well-prepared oral presentation given in the first person that includes:
· Good eye contact with the class 
· Fluency (oral presentation should be smooth – almost memorized)
· Voice (adequate volume – the class can hear you)
· Clear pronunciation

· Dressed in character
